34 million people are infected with HIV/AIDS. Nearly two-thirds of these people live in Commonwealth nations.
 
In November 1999, the ACU and the University of Natal, South Africa, co-hosted a Symposium to help set in motion a crucial dialogue about the AIDS pandemic, widely recognised as the greatest threat to development.
 
The outcomes of the Symposium were: 

· A communiqué presented to Commonwealth Heads Of Government Meeting. CHOGM subsequently agreed that the HIV/AIDS situation constituted a Global Emergency 

· A policy paper on HIV/AIDS for Commonwealth universities 

· The establishment of a Commonwealth Knowledge Network, to aid the development of policies and strategies to combat HIV/AIDS
